About Ferguson Jenkins:

Ferguson Jenkins (“Fergie”) has a long history with the Cubs, with his first All-Star season as a
starting pitcher the year after the Cubs drafted him as a reliever in 1966. Fergie set a Cubs record
with 274 strikeouts in 1970 and was the first Chicago Cub to win the NL Cy Young Memorial
Award, leading the NL with 24 wins, 30 complete games, 325 innings and a 2.77 ERA. Fergie
ended his long, successful career as a Chicago Cub, retiring in 1983 after a record six
consecutive 20-game winning seasons. Fergie was inducted into the National Baseball Hall of

Fame in 1991, truly one of the Cubs’ (and baseball’s) greats!

Since his retirement, Fergie has focused his energy on helping others, establishing the Ferguson
Jenkins Foundation and raising thousands to support charities like the Red Cross, Special

Olympics, and a variety of local charities, including several in Mesa.
